For carbon steel welding oflarger pipe sizes we have
chosen a state of the art submersible arc welding ma­
chine with a positioner capable of handling up to 30
inch pipe. The sub-arc, (as we call it), not only allows
us to weld larger size pipe with great speed, but also
offers incredible consistency and quality control ca­
pabilities. We have chosen a custom made cutting table
that handles full lengths of carbon steel pipe for fast,
right-on-the-money cuts of any angle required.

We are fully equipped for MIG welding and TIG weld­
ing for stainless or carbon steel pipe, and of course,
conventional shielded arc stick rod welding.

The shop will not be restricted to pipe alone, but aL
for the fabrication of pipe supports, platforms, panels,
and anything that may support the mechanical cus­
tomer.
